Proposed Amendment T o The PTCV Constitution
First Amendment

Article IV - OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS

The entire Section 1 is revised, as follows: Flag Day

“SECTION 1. OFFICERS. The Officers of the PTCV shall be a President, First Vice President, Second Vice
President, Immediate Past President, Secretary, and Treasurer. The Officers shall serve two-year terms.”

SECTION 2. DIRECTORS. No Change.

RATIONALE: The terms of office for the President and the Vice Presidents were changed in 2004 from two
years to one. Although the original intent was to reduce the waiting time for an individual to work through the
chairs from 2nd VP to 1st VP to the Presidency, it is becoming increasingly clear that we will deplete the pool
of eligible talent that we presently have in the PTCV. Reestablishing the two year term concept will be in line
with all the other Multiple District pin trading clubs and the Lions International Trading Pin Club, which is
considred to be the “parent” organization within the pin trading community.

If the proposed change to ARTICLE IV, Section 1, is approved, a “housekeeping” change to the first sentence
on ARTICLE IV, SECTION 3, will be required. The first sentence would read:

SECTION 3. LIMITS OF TENURE. The Officers and Directors shall be elected for a term of two years, as
provided in Section 1 and 2 above, unless they voluntarily resign from office or are removed from that office,
as provided in this Constitution.
