Star City of the South

This year’s PTCV State Convention pin honors the Roanoke Star.  The history
of the Star goes back to 1949 when it was switched on for the first time high on Mill
Mountain.  Its orignial purpose was a Christmas decoration.  Film star John Payne
(Roanoke native) came for the initial lighting ceremony in which fewer than a hundred
people braved that cold Thanksgiving day.

Originally, the star was only white, but is currently shining in red, white and blue
in memory of the tragic events of 9/11.  The “Star” is actually three stars - a small star
in the center, enveloped by a larger, mid-sized frame, and surrounded by the largest
outer frame.  Each frame contains three to five sets of clear neon tubes.

The Star is 88.5 feet high, weights 10,000 lbs, stands 1,045 feet above the city, and is visible from the
air for 60 air miles.  Cost for this landmark was only $28,000 and was paid for by local merchants.
