Numerous Lions came up to me later during the convention to compliment
DG-E Susan for her thoughtful and highly appropriate words. | am sorry that all
of Virginia’s pin trades could not be at the luncheon to have heard her speak
about the Spruills.

We all deplore
our slowly shrinking membership, but too few of us make our fellow Lions more aware of our hobby. We
provide District Governors free membership during their term in office, but we need more strategies. My idea is
that all members include PTCV membership applications on their tables at Fall Conferences and other Lions
events.

GUIDELINES GOVERNING THE
SALUTE TO THE ARMED FORCES SERIES

1. The series will include all pins issued between 1 July 2010 and 1 July 2012.

2. All pins in this series will be included on the PTCV welite, as well as a special catalog issued by the PTCV. In tleign-
nection, to enable all who wish to have a hard copy cataladpe PTCV Board of Directors hasagreed to subsidize 50% of the
cost of printing. Each subscriber shall be expected to pay tlether 50%, as well as mailing costwhen that method of distri-
bution is desired. To make sure that sufficient copies are priad, it will be necessary for yo to advise PCC Bill Smith in
advance of your intentions to receive the printed catalog. Obvialy, the cost for each issue of the printed catalog will bese
termined by the number of pages for each isgu For those who wish to create your owcatalog, you will be able to download
the images that are shown on the PTCV web site.

3. The pins in this series will béimited to those which feature some form ofalute or recognition of the Armed Forces.

This may include, but not necessarily limied to, individual troops (soldiers, sailors, airmen), military gear, vehicles, weap
ons, and posters depicting the military. The term “ArmedForces” includes all military from the Revolutionary War to the
present wars in Iraq and Afgharistan. In recognition of our pin traders outsde the U.S.A., we encowage you to take advan-
tage of this series to salute the armed forces of your nation. We recognize that we have already had a series devotedi speci
cally to the U.S. Civil War and that some mg wish to include pins in this series tht involves that conflict. However, the ba

sic rule applies that the pins mgt be those which are issued beten 1 July 2010 and 1 July 2012.

4. Only pins that are madeby an LCI authorized pin maker will be included in this series.

5. There are no objections to the use of cartoon type pins lasg as they are not offensive to most people. We assume that
should you decide to use a cartoon character that is registered which has copyright restrictions, the authorized pin maker
will require you to show proof of permission. This will be YOUR responsibility and YOU can expect to suffer the conse-
guences of any infringement.

6. One of the greatest objections voiced during the conduct ather series is the issue of large numbers of pins in a siegl
set. Accordingly, there shall be a limit ofL2 pins in any single set. Should yduave a subject that wald require a greater
number than 12 pins, it is suggested that you break the pins into more than one set.

7. To avoid the many problems experiezed in prior series of trying to collectpins from non-pin traders, all individuals in a
set MUST be a member or the spouse of a member of the PT@Ythe LITPC or another recognized Lions pin trading club.
In this connection, we strongly urge ya to avoid asking members who rarely, if egr, attend established pin swaps or Lions
conventions. Invariably, these members refuse to trade by mail and that maket next to impossible to obtain their pins.

8. The PTCV shall issue two 12 pins military insignia setsach year in conjunction with the 2010 and 2011 PTCV pin swaps
held in Winchester. This advance informaibn is provided in the hopeghat there will be no conflicting or competing insignia
pins issued by individuals. Should you desire to issue a military insignia, warge you to contact Lion Harry Fulwiler to coor-
dinate your proposal.

If you wish to have a printed catalog at 50% of actual
cost, you need to contact PCC Bill to enable him to print sufficient copies.
